Benefits
Each scholarship holder will receive the following benefits (Approximate value $7,400):
• Payment of all accrued HECS fees for 2004.
• Free accommodation in a single bedroom within a share unit for a full academic year.
• Payment of all electricity charges.
• Payment of Collegiate Services Fees for the academic year including membership of 

Rivers Association (Student Club).
• Payment of College Administration fees.
The residential units are self-catering. Students need to provide their own food and other consumable items.
Terms and Conditions
1. The Rotary Scholarship is open to all Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander undergraduate  

students who intend to enrol, or are already enrolled in the School of Nursing at Southern Cross 
University’s Lismore Campus.

2. Eligible applicants must have completed their HSC during the last five years.
3. The scholarships will be offered on students’ educational achievements and  academic merit 

determined on the basis of school performance and HSC grades (TER, UAI, OP or equivalent).  
The successful applicant will be confirmed by the Rotary Scholarship Committee.

4. While students are encouraged to apply for all scholarships offered by the University, students who 
are awarded Vice-Chancellor’s Scholarships will not be eligible to receive Residential Scholarships.

5. Students will need to apply on a separate application form for the Rotary Scholarship 
obtainable from University Residential Services. Applications for the 2004 Rotary Scholarship 
close on Saturday 1st November 2003. Successful applicants should expect to be contacted initially 
by telephone in January 2004.

6. Successful applicants will be required to make a refundable security deposit of $250.00.
